[bookmark: _Toc225325287]General Objectives
By the present procurement procedure, EIT Urban Mobility (hereinafter being referred to as “EIT UM”) launches a call for Expression of Interest to create a Pool of Legal Experts (hereinafter being referred to as “Expert”) to advise on corporate law with regard to EIT UM’s investment activities.
These general conditions govern the appointment of legal experts to support EIT Urban Mobility in investment transactions across different areas, which are organised into distinct Lots. 
Within each Lot, two work packages (WPs) will apply accordingly. Across all Lots, the scope includes two main work packages: 
Work Package 1: Transactional Legal Support, covering end-to-end legal advisory throughout investment transactions, such as drafting, negotiating, and finalizing agreements, ensuring compliance with administrative requirements, and advising on shareholder rights, governance, and corporate decisions; and 
Work Package 2: Ad hoc Legal Advisory Services, providing specialized legal support for existing portfolio companies in situations such as acquisitions, mergers, restructuring, or insolvency, including risk assessment, documentation review, tax considerations, and strategic guidance to support decision-making. 
Experts must submit a separate application for each Lot for which they wish to be considered.

Each country in which EIT UM requires legal advisory services will constitute a Lot. Applicants may submit proposals for one or more Lots, provided they are duly qualified to deliver advisory services in the relevant jurisdiction.

· Work package 1: Transactional Legal Support: 
Provision of advisory services throughout the duration of the investment transaction. This includes the drafting, negotiation, and completion of the relevant agreements up to their signature and closing, as well as any administrative formalities in the country necessary to ensure the proper execution of the transaction. The services shall also include legal advice on matters requiring decisions by the client in its capacity as shareholder of portfolio companies, including the interpretation of shareholder rights and obligations, governance matters, voting considerations, and the legal implications of proposed shareholder resolutions or corporate actions.

· Work package 2: Ad hoc legal advisory services:
Provision of ad hoc legal advisory services in connection with existing portfolio companies, including legal analysis and guidance related to companies undergoing acquisition, merger, restructuring, insolvency, or bankruptcy proceedings.

Services may include the review and assessment of transaction documentation, identification and analysis of legal risks and liabilities, tax implications of the transaction for EIT UM, and the provision of strategic legal advice to support decision-making throughout the relevant corporate processes.

The forms Expression of interest – Legal Expert in Investment Transactions (Annex 1), Expression of Interest and Applicant’s declaration form must be completed and sent to procurement@eiturbanmobility.eu.  You will receive a confirmation of receipt after the submission deadline has passed. 
Subject: EOI Call for Legal Experts in Investment Transactions
Submission of a completed expression of interest form does not guarantee registration in the expert pool database. Registration is subject to the successful acceptance of the application by EIT UM.
Upon acceptance, the registration will be valid for 36 months. Assignments will be allocated periodically to registered experts based on their experience and EIT UM’s business needs.
The registration by itself does not guarantee the selection for an assignment will occur, however it is mandatory to be fully registered to become eligible for future selections.
The criteria for selection are based on the specificities of the assignment, taking into consideration the professional and technical skills required. Additional considerations may include language skills, geographical, sector and gender balance. If selected for a specific assignment, EIT Urban Mobility staff will contact you to confirm your suitability and availability.
· Demonstrated experience advising on European venture capital investment transactions, including representation of institutional investors in structuring, negotiation, and execution of investments.
· Proven capacity to work in English is mandatory.

Prior to any work assignment, Experts will be issued with guidelines covering a description of the tasks, duration, location (remote/physical), remuneration rates, and reimbursement/payment methods. Including the Code of Conduct as well as the Conflict-of-Interest form for each assignment to be reviewed and signed.
Periodically, a call for Expert Expression of Interest will be reopened to maintain an open, transparent, and fair selection of experts.
